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Dear Parents, 

This month we’ve had a lot 
of discussions about what it 
means to obey.  The 
following is an article you 
might find informative. 
 

Discipline your son, and he 
will give you peace; he will 
bring delight to your soul 
(Proverbs 29:17, NIV). 
Children obey your parents 
in the Lord, for this is 
right.  “Honor your father 
and mother”—which is the 
first commandment with a 
promise—“that it may go 
well with you and that you 
may enjoy long life on the 
earth.”  Fathers, do not 
exasperate your children; 
instead, bring them up in 
the training and 
instruction of the Lord 
(Ephesians 6:1-4, NIV). 
Children, obey your 
parents in everything, for 
this pleases the Lord.   
 
God has a lot to say about 
obedience in His word.  He 
must think it is pretty 
important.  However, in our 
culture today,  a child who 

rolls his eyes, stomps his feet 
and with attitude obeys 
twenty minutes later, is 
thought to have obeyed.  Did 
he really obey? No way! 
 
Obedience is doing what you 

are told, the first time, right 

away and with a happy heart.  

So how does a child learn 

obedience?  He must be 

trained!  It is not in our 

nature to be obedient.  

Scripture is clear that 
children are to obey their 

parents.  Just read the Fifth 

Commandment. Obedience on 

the part of the child is the 

tool that brings him to 

maturity in all the proper 

ways. Parents must teach 

their children obedience. This 

is one of the most basic and 

obvious responsibilities of 

parenthood.  
Why must children obey? 

They must obey first, to show 

their love and obedience to 

God. Second, because they 

lack maturity in four major 

areas of life that are 

essential for independence.  

Children need to grow in 

mental maturity. Children 

lack wisdom. They lack 

discretion, instruction, and 

knowledge. When a baby is 

born his brain is almost 

completely without 

information. Whatever 

he's going to know must be 

taught to him. He doesn't 

know what is right and 

wrong; he doesn't know the 

right foods to eat; he 

doesn't know what not to 

put into his mouth; and he 

doesn't even have enough 

sense to stay out of the 

street. All those things 

must be taught, and 

childhood is a time for 

learning them.

Children need to grow in physical maturity. They are born weak and unable to support themselves. It's a long 

process as they gain strength and coordination. At first they must be fed, changed, and burped. They can't fend for 

themselves or make it in the world alone. It is their parents' responsibility to protect them. 

Children need to grow in social maturity. A child at birth is totally selfish. He wants what he wants immediately, 

and he thinks everything in reach belongs to him. It's difficult to teach a child how to share, what to say at the 

appropriate time, and how to be humble. None of those things come naturally to any child. 

Children need to grow in spiritual maturity. A child doesn't naturally grow to love God. Scripture suggests that 

even little children do have some innate knowledge of God (Rom. 1:19), but without proper instruction, they will drift 

away. Their own depravity will draw them away. It is the parents' responsibility to steer them in the right direction. 

Train up a child in the way he should go, and when he is old he will not depart from it (Prov. 22:6). 
 

Parent’s, next time you ask your child to do something use it as a training opportunity for your child.  If your child 

obeys right away the first time with a happy heart, tell him what a blessing it is that he chose to obey.  Tell him that 

his actions are pleasing to the Lord.  If he disobeys, or only obeys part way, ask him some of the following questions. 

Are you choosing to obey or disobey? 

Does it please God when you disobey? 

Will you make a choice in your heart to choose to please God? 

  

Follow up with discipline as needed and then help your child through the steps of asking God to forgive them for 

their disobedience.   Training a child is a lot of work and requires thoughtfulness, kindness, perseverance and 

patience.  As we learn and grow to obey Gods words as parents and teachers, our children will blossom to become 

great leaders and citizens with outstanding character.
